* A student who has a mental, physical, or emotional disability that affects
how they learn in school. Students with disabilities may qualify to receive
special education services.

English Language Learner (ELL)

* A student who is learning to speak/write/read/understand English. ELLs
are entitled to receive instruction and support in school to help them
learn English.

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There are a limited number of bilingual clinicians, such as speech
therapists and psychologists in NYC public schools.

Not all schools can provide related services in your
child’s home language.

The DOE can give you a Related Service Authorization (RSA) to
be able to get bilingual related services outside of school.

RSAs allow parents to choose an independent provider
to provide these services, and the DOE will pay for them.
